	Roll Call

	The Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag was led by Brent Scheneman .

The Dana School Remote Operated Vehicle (ROV) Team, under the guidance of Science Teacher Doug Foster, demonstrated their 2006 ROV entry into the State and National Competition.  The Team demonstrated the workings of their vehicle and provided information about the various phases of the competition.  Individual Team members answered Board members= questions.  All Board members and the Superintendent, as well as Dana Principal Matt Wunder, expressed their pride in the success of the 2006 ROV team.  This year=s Team won the regional competition in San Diego and will be attempting to win National honors later this June in Houston, Texas.

	Mr. Curtis, Mr. Martinez and Mr. Mora complimented the Anza staff for the Variety Show held earlier in the evening.  Mr. Mora also praised Dana=s Medieval Festival held the day before.

Mr. Meath reported that the recent joint meeting with Centinela Valley Trustees was very productive and he stated that all feeders (school districts) should meet jointly with Centinela Valley in the near future.

	Mr. Cox presented a brief update on the Dana Middle School project.  He re-introduced Rich Freeark, who in turn introduced new Dana Middle School Project Superintendent Mike Morrell.  Mr. Morrell=s resume of work was discussed and the Board welcomed the entire C.W. Driver team.

Ana Montes presented the new electronic work order system by distributing sample pages prepared earlier in the day.  The Board asked numerous questions about this new format, which is being well received in all quarters.  They thanked Ms. Montes for her update.

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	Dr. Brann distributed the 1st Quarter Progress Report on the 2006 Areas of Emphasis.  He also called the Board=s attention to the March Arts Update, which showed linkage between test scores and student participation in the arts.

Dr. Brann announced that the elementary principals would be presenting a seminar for parents entitled, AParenting With Love and Logic.@  He also reported that Tiffany Rudek, Burnett Principal, is doing a two-part workshop series entitled, ADiscipline Without Stress:  Developing Responsible Students.@  Staff turnout and interest in this topic has been strong.

Dr. Brann again praised Cabrillo School for its Title I Academic Achievement Awards recognition.  This is the second time Cabrillo has won this honor in the past three years.

Golden State requires the estimated cost to be prepaid.  After the project is completed, the District will either pay an additional amount or receive a refund, based on the final cost of the project.

The original Agreement was based on Dana and Cabrillo being built simultaneously.  However, construction on Dana is now scheduled to begin in June 2006, and Cabrillo will follow after that.  Consequently, the contract with C.W. Driver was extended by an additional 14 months.
