Jane Comitz, Cabrillo Principal, thanked the Dana drama students for performing at Cabrillo=s Success Assembly.  Board members expressed their support and the benefits of the Dana students performing at the elementary schools.

$  2,000 for Library

$28,000 for Department spending (see breakdown below)

$40,000 Total

Expenditure of One-Time Money for Dana School

	On a motion by Mr. Curtis, which was seconded by Mr. Mora, the Board voted unanimously to approve Contract #C06.36 with UBS Securities to provide underwriter services for issuance of a general obligation bond.   There are no costs to the District unless voters approve the June 12, 2007, ballot measure and bonds are issued.  The fees are not to exceed 1.25% of issuance, which is similar to the fees paid for prior issuances.
