PROPOSED CLOSURE OF WISEBURN LIBRARY
WHEREAS, on May 14 the County Librarian notified the City of Hawthorne that due to potential cuts the Wiseburn Library was one of fifteen County libraries proposed for closure in 2003-04; and

WHEREAS, the Wiseburn Library has served the surrounding community well since 1956, and in the present facility since 1966, providing books, programs and library services for community residents; and

WHEREAS, the Wiseburn Library is well used by students in the area, including students from schools in the Wiseburn School District, and provides essential support for their homework, reading and research needs; and

WHEREAS, the Wiseburn Library provides over 130 programs a year for children and students, with over 8,000 children attending last year, to improve their love of reading and knowledge of books;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Wiseburn School District is opposed to the closure of the Wiseburn Library and hereby requests the County Librarian and the Second Supervisorial District to keep the Wiseburn Library open.
